Rissington Kart Club Race Report – Round 3 – 2 May 2010

As the rain eased away, and the grey clouds lingered, round 3 of the Rissington Championship got underway.  There was a bumper turnout this weekend, with the NKF 125 class visiting our circuit for a round of their championship.

A large grid of Cadets were the first class to start off the day. Several drivers took the lead during the race, but as the flag fell, Cameron Roberts secured the win for Heat 1, followed by Zak Fulk and Tom Hill. Heat 2 saw Cameron take the lead on lap 3, which he held onto it until the end.  Ethan Pitt finished 2nd and Lewis Griffiths 3rd.  Heat 3 saw Jake Blackledge take the lead on lap 2 of which he held onto until the flag fell, very closely followed by Joseph Reeves-Smith and Dan Kelly. Cameron took the lead from the start of Heat 4 and remained there throughout the race, followed by Zak and Joseph.

Due to the large number of Cadets entered this weekend, a B final was run.  Eddy Lord won the race comfortably followed by Jenna Sharma,  Harvey Rallason and Jack Chrisp, who all qualified for the A final.

Cameron Roberts qualified pole for the A Final of which he led from start to finish.  Joseph Reeves-Smith moved through the field from 5th place to eventually finish 2nd, followed by Jake Blackledge 3rd. William Pettitt was the first novice driver over the finish line. Fastest lap went to Cameron Roberts – 48.67.

The 2nd class to take to the circuit was the Junior TKMs.  A brilliant turnout this weekend! As the lights changed to green, Craig Johnson took the lead on lap 1, Lee Hackett challenged him and took the lead on lap 2.  Lee Harrison moved up through the field and eventually took the lead on lap 3 of which he held onto until the chequered flag fell.  Lee finished 2nd very closely followed by Craig. Heat 2 was just as exciting with Jack Millward taking the lead on lap 1 of which he held onto until lap 3 where he was challenged by Gavin Pitt.  Gavin took the lead and held onto it until the flag fell with Jack Ransom finishing 2nd and Jack eventually 3rd. Heat 3 saw Jamie Andrews take the lead at the start of the race of which he held onto until lap 3 when he was challenged by Lee Harrison who took the lead from him and held onto it for 2 laps.  Jack Ransom moved through the field and challenged Lee for 1st place, which he managed successfully.  Jack held onto the lead until the flag fell.  Calum Woodridge finished 2nd and Craig Johnson very closely 3rd.

Heat 4 was extremely exciting, with plenty of breath taking manoeuvres taking place at various points on the circuit. Matthew Quinney took the lead as the lights changed, closely followed by Danny Kierle and Ayrton Wynell-Mayow.  Danny challenged Matthew for the lead on lap 2, which he successfully managed.  Ayrton and Matthew battled it out between them for 2nd and 3rd place.  As the flag fell Danny took the win, closely followed by Matthew and Ayrton.

Due to the quantity of drivers, a B Final had to be run.  Amy Burrows took the lead from the green light and maintained this throughout the race.  Douglas Hayford, Mike Darling and Aaron Powell battled it out between them to secure places for the A Final.  As the chequered flag fell, Amy took the win, followed by Douglas, Mike & Aaron.

Jack Ransom secured pole for the A Final.  As the lights turned to green, Gavin took the lead and stayed there throughout the race, closely followed by Gavin and Danny.  The racing was breathtaking and extremely exciting with numerous positions being exchanged throughout the field.  As the flag fell, Gavin secured the win closely followed by Jack and Danny.

The first novice over the finish line was Douglas Hayford. Fastest lap went to Danny Kierle 43.14.

There was a good turnout for the Minimax class this weekend. Ben Davies took the lead at the start of the race, of which he held onto until lap 5 where he was challenged by Louis Millar. Louis continued to hold the lead until the last lap where Ben re-took it.  As the flag fell, Ben secure the win for Heat 1, very closely followed by Louis Millar and Myles Potter. In Heat 2 Rob Hodkinson took the lead and held onto it until lap 2, Max Aitkin challenged Rob and took the lead of which he held until the flag fell.  Max secured the win followed by Ben and Guy Wenham. Heat 3 saw Max take the lead but was challenged by Guy who obtained and maintained the lead until the chequered flag fell, with Rob Hodkinson finishing 2nd with less than 10th between them. Louis finished a very close 3rd.

Ben Davies was on pole for the final, and as the lights changed to green he took the lead and held onto it until the flag fell.  Max Aitkin moved through the field from 4th to finish 2nd and Rob moved up from 5th to finish 3rd.  It was an extremely exciting race to watch!

First novice over the finish line was Sam Harrison. Fastest lap went to Max Aitkin 43.81.

A small grid was represented in the 250 Class this meeting.  Although the racing was extremely fast and close, it didn’t fail to entertain those who were watching. Heat 1 was won by Louis Wall, closely followed by Aaron Sifleet and Daniel Thornell. Heat 2 was won by Louis, followed by Aaron and Robert Wynell-Mayow. Heat 3 was won by Louis, followed by Aaron and Robert.

Louis secured pole for the final of which he led from start to finish.  Although Aaron and Rob attempted to catch Louis it was to no avail, and as the flag fell Louis secured the win with Aaron and Rob following behind. Fastest lap went to Louis Wall 30.06.

During Heat 1 of the Senior TKM race Guy Tolley took the lead at the start of the race which he held onto until lap 6 where he was challenged by Ashley Yorke.  Ashley took a chance and moved up into 1st place, of which he held onto until the flag fell. Guy secured 2nd place followed by Jason Wilson. Ashley took the lead as the lights changed to green on Heat 2 of which he maintained throughout the race. Peter Mugridge and Guy Tolley battled it out for 2nd place, with numerous movements taking place for 3rd, but as the flag fell Ashley secure the win, followed by Guy and Jason Davies. Jason Davies sped into the lead on Heat 3 as the lights changed, closely followed by  Ben Curtis and Matthew Coulton. As various manoeuvres took place during the race, Ashley moved up into 1st place on lap 7 closely followed by Guy and Jason Davies. Ashley took the win, followed by Guy and Jason.

Ashley was on pole for the final.  As the lights changed, Ashley sped off into first place which he comfortably held until the end.  Guy and Jason Davies battled it out between themselves to secure the 2nd and 3rd places.  As the flag fell, the win was awarded to Ashley followed by Jason Davies and Guy Tolley. Fastest lap went to Ashley Yorke 42.98 (New Lap Record!).

It was a pleasure to hold another round of the NKF 125 Championship at Rissy, with a healthy grid of competitors taking part.

Heat 1 saw John Church take the lead of which he held onto until lap 9, at this point James Glenister challenged him and moved up into 1st place, which he maintained until the flag fell. Numerous manoeuvres took place behind the leader on various laps but as the flag fell, James took the win, followed by John Church and Tom Witts. Heat 2 saw Liam Morley take the lead as the lights change of which he held onto throughout the race.  He was challenged on numerous occasions by Ashley Jones and Dafydd Iles, but to no avail. As the chequered flag fell, Liam took the win with Ashley taking 2nd and Dafydd 3rd. Johnny Buchanan took the lead as the lights changed during Heat 3 which he lead for the 1st lap, he was challenged by James Glenister who moved up into the lead of which he held onto for the rest of the race, although he was being challenged extremely closely by Mat Dittmann.  As the flag fell James took the win, followed by Mat and Dafydd Iles.

James Glenister qualified on pole for the final. As the lights changed to green the atmosphere was electrifying.  Dafydd took the lead from the start and held onto it until the end. Mat moved up through the field from 8th into 3rd place to challenge Dafydd, but to no avail. As the flag fell Dafydd secured the win followed by Mat and Liam Morley. Fastest lap went to  James Glenister 30.36.

Heat 1 of the Rotax Max race saw Jack Wilson take the lead. On lap 2 Adam Hannah challenged and secured the move. Daryl Henderson challenged Ryan Lovelock for 2nd place on lap 2.  As the flag fell, Adam took the win followed by Daryl Henderson and Nathan Lawley. Wayne Stone took the lead on Heat 2 which he held onto for the 1st lap. Daryl challenged for the lead on lap 2 of which he held onto it until lap 3, where Jack Saffrey took over. Daryl challenged again on lap 4 to retake the lead.  He held onto it until lap 8 where Shaun Fulford moved through the field to take the lead until the flag fell. Nathan Lawley secured 2nd and Liam Revell 3rd. In Heat 3 Shaun took the lead as the lights changed and held onto it throughout the race. Richard Brenton, David Geere and James Bishop were battling it out behind.  As the flag fell Shaun took the win, closely followed by James Bishops and David  Geere.

Shaun Fulford was on pole for the final, which he led for the majority of the race, being constantly challenged by Daryl and Adam Hannah.  But as the flag fell, Daryl took the win followed by Shaun and Adam. Fastest lap went to Daryl Henderson 41.78.

A very healthy grid of Junior Max drivers entered this weekend. Josh Collings took the lead in Heat 1 and held onto it until the flag fell.  George Lynch, Lincoln Newbury, Jack Howell, Alessandro Latif and Nick Arthur battled it out between themselves for final positions. As the chequered flag fell, Josh took the win, followed by Nick and Alessandro. Heat 2 saw Nick Arthur take the lead as the lights changed, which he held onto until the chequered flag. Jade Sheppard, Alessandro, Julian Davies, Matt Ryder and William Davison had a really good battle going on to secure positions. As the race ended Alessandro secured 2nd place and Julian 3rd. Brandon Grinter took the lead on Heat 3 of which he held onto until lap 6 where he was challenged by Alessandro. On lap 7 Sam Morgan took over and held it there until the chequered flag fell.  Several manoeuvres took place for 2nd and 3rd place positions, but they were eventually claimed by Alex Quinn and Alessandro.

Alessandro secured pole for the final. As the lights changed Alessandro took the lead and held onto it for 4 laps. He was then challenged by Josh Collings who moved up into 1st place.  As the excitement came to an end, Josh took the win, closely followed by Nick Arthur and Sam Morgan. Fastest lap went to Josh Collings 42.27.
