Club Championship Round 6 –August 2010


A very healthy entry of drivers, were received this month at the circuit, with the visiting Super 4 Championship 125 & 250 Gearboxes.  The weather stayed dry and the atmosphere buzzing.

The Cadet class was very well supported which resulted in a full grid.   The following drivers won the heats:-
Heat 1 was won by Tom Wood, followed by Alex McRoberts & Shayne Harrison.
Heat 2 saw Joseph Reeves-Smith take the win, followed by Harrison Thomas and Alex McRoberts.
